	Club Participation: All 23 club members will be involved in the fundraising effort by reaching out to friends and business contacts using the flyer (see in documents) and past history of giving.
Several (6 to 10) will attend the distribution at Camp Pendleton. Interactors will attend pending school activities.
	Beneficiaries: We are serving 200 families who are dependents of the Marines on Camp Pendleton. The Armed Services YMCA ensures that these families are the lowest paid (E-3 and E-4) junior servicemen on the base with the greatest need. These families, though the receive base housing assistance, have an income below the national poverty level. Each year, our presence comes as an additional surprise since these families are expecting us to help make their holiday season a little better. A lot of emotion and gratitude is expressed from this gesture. Past donors have been so generous in the past that we have also given the families an additional $50 Target card to help with the holidays.
