	Project Description: We are requesting a matching grant totaling $3,000.00 ($1,500.00 from the Garden Grove Rotary Club and $1,500.00 from District 5320) for the purpose of supplying clothing items such as new underwear and plus size T-shirts, toothbrushes and toothpaste and reading books for children, K-12,  being dressed by the Assistance League of Garden Grove.  
	Other Support: 
	Other Involvement: Volunteers from the Assistance League of Garden Grove will work with the Garden Grove Rotary to develop needs list, they will provide assistance for finding the best sources and make every effort to buy locally for the best pricing.
	Club Participation: At least 10 Members of the Garden Grove Rotary Club will participate in this project, they will meet with the Assistance League Volunteers to develop the list of clothing (sizes, colors) toiletries, and reading books, age appropriate, needed.  Rotary Members will have the opportunity to assist the needy children personally as they choose the clothing needed.  Photos will be taken to document related activities and Club involvement.  
	Beneficiaries: Ultimately, the beneficiaries are the school aged children in the Garden Grove Unified School District who have been referred by their School Nurse because they are in dire need of clothing, shoes, and basic supplies.  These are children who may not be able to attend school for lack of appropriate clothing and after coming to the Assistance League of Garden Grove, they are able to receive 2 full sets of clothing including 2 shirts/blouses, 2 jeans, pants or skirts, socks and underwear, a jacket, a hygiene kit and a book to take home.  The children also receive a shoe voucher from the Assistance League of Garden Grove so that they can get a new pair of shoes to wear. Decent clothing does not just cover a child and provide warmth, it helps create self-confidence and pride that actually causes a child to learn better.  Children deserve this.
	Community Impacts: As children receive these basic necessities, they are able to go to school, learn, participate and be a child.  A book is given to each child to encourage life long learning.  Operation School Bell Program helps children succeed and at times has even helped their families with their clothing needs as well.  In addition, when children are able to attend school regularly with proper clothing and shoes, their parents are able to keep their jobs and sustain their families.
	Funds Stewardship: Funds will be deposited and disbursed from a special "Grants Project" account at F & M Bank.  All expenditures will be documented and approved by the Garden Grove Rotary Board of Directors.
	Additional Comments: This grant will enable the Garden Grove Rotary Club to have a successful partnership with the Assistance League of Garden Grove to meet the needs of children in need in the Garden Grove Unified School District. The breakdown of the requested items  and budget is as follows:

$450.00 ($4.50 cost for 100 children) These funds would be used to purchase new underwear for the boys and girls.  

$500.00 ($10.00 cost for 50 children)  These funds would be used to purchase PLUS sized T-Shirts which are needed for some of the children.  The PLUS sized children are especially pleased when they have clothing that fits their shape.  Their confidence shows when they wear clothes that fit.  This is a fairly new item need, the recent need for PLUS sized clothing has been evident and rising.

$700.00 ($2.00 cost for 350 children) These funds would be used to provide toothbrushes and toothpaste for the children.  Each child takes a toothbrush and toothpaste home with them when they come to the Assistance League of Garden Grove to choose their clothes.  The Assistance League of Garden Grove provides soap, deodorant and feminine projects which are other items found in the hygiene kits that the children receive.  The goal is to increase good hygiene habits, along with reducing incidences of gum disease and tooth decay.  

$1,350.00 ($5.00 cost for 270 children)  These funds would be used to purchase an age appropriate book for children, K-12.  When children come to pick out their clothes, they are excited to pick out a book of their very own to take home with them.  At times it is their first book they have ever received that they could keep, and this supports their basic education and promotes literacy for all.
