With a focus on educating and building good habits o elementary school age youth n the Newport-Mesa School District and their parents, NBSR wil create educational RotarySafe Kits, provide training, supplies and materials through a series of events at local schools and youth clubs which
promote youth safety in our communty.

Akey element of this program will be to create and provide a RotarySafe I.C.E (in-case-of-emergency) sticker which can be installed in or on a helmet, bicycle, skateboard, scooter, surfboard, car seat or booster seat, which provides basic information on who to contact in case of an
emergency, and information on the child.
