1. Please provide a brief description of the project, and indicate the project beneficiaries (who is
being served?):

The program will provide food and school supplies for children of low-income families during the school year.
These children are on free meal programs during the school days but often go hungry during the weekends.
Lack of weekend food means that they come to school on Monday mornings not able to concentrate on their
schoolwork. The food we give them will provide nutrition over the weekends. Candidates for support will be
vetted by the Boys & Girls Clubs of Huntington Valley through interviews to determine eligibility. Parents of
the children are from "English as a second language” families and will attend no-charge classes in English
and "How to Succeed in America" as a requirement for eligibility. At the same time, the children will be in
separate rooms getting help with their homework. The language/homework programs will occur Tuesday,
Wednesday and Thursday evenings each week during the school year. The parents and children must
attend two of the three evenings each week to receive the weekend food and school supplies.

The project will serve families residing in Huntington Beach and Fountain Valley. The classes are conducted at
the Boys & Girls Clubs of Huntington Valley branch located on the Golden West College campus.

Staff from the Boys & Girls Clubs of Huntington Valley will be responsible for monitoring the classes as well as
providing transportation to and from various pick-up points in the community to the Golden West College
campus. Financial support will be provided from funds previously raised at Surf City Rotary's annual auction
and the proceeds from the District Grant.

All of the Surf City Rotary Club members will be involved in the Twilight Food & School Supplies program. Club
members will purchase the food and school supplies on a regular basis throughout the year. The weekend food
will be packed into individual bags by Club members and Westminster High School Interact Club members. The
food and school supplies will be distributed to sixty-plus children and families on Thursday evenings by Surf City
Rotary Club members.

Describe how funds will be safeguarded and tracked (If funds are to be distributed to a partner in
Mexico who will be responsible for the funds?

The funds, including the proceeds from the District Grant, will be maintained in a local checking account. An
accounting for the program's expenses will be provided to Surf City Rotary Club members on a monthly basis by
the Club's Treasurer. Copies of the receipts for all expenses will be uploaded periodically to the
matchinggrants.org webpage.

Describe how your club will use the project funds (list the types of expenses /items to be
purchased):

The project funds will be spent on food and school supplies. No other expenses will be reimbursed. Food will
be shelf-stable and kid friendly. Food provided will vary but typically includes granola bars, peanut butter, jelly,
fruit snacks, soup, pancake mix, pasta and spaghetti sauce, etc. School supplies include pencils, markers,
notebooks, paper, etc.
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
