	Text1: The NBSR Cancer Partner Program grew into a new long-term project for the Club, dubbed RotaryAngel.  “RotaryAngel is a community service project of the Newport Beach Sunrise Rotary Club - volunteers from the community supporting fellow community members when they are vulnerable and in need.  Training, education, and guidance for this project has been provided by Cancer Kinship, an organization dedicated to supporting newly diagnosed cancer patients.  “

The Founder of Cancer Kinship, Yoli Origel, gave two separate training sessions to club members; October 6th 2020 via Zoom, and April 6th, 2021 at the Five Crowns during a hybrid meeting.  Yoli discussed the physical, emotional and psychosocial effects of cancer.  Patients may need assistance with basic chores, nutrition, transportation, rent, etc.  Most importantly, they each need a strong support network; someone they can call and that checks up on them.  Club members learned how they can each help support a friend, neighbor, or community member in need, and where to access resources.  

The majority of the funds for this project were used to create 110 RotaryAngel Wellness Kits with personalized homemade cards.  Participants of our Zoom and hybrid meetings helped decide on the final RotaryAngel icon and the selection of items to be included in the wellness kit.  

The card project garnered the most attention and participation.  We purchased a selection of rubber stamps and ink pads to be used to create custom homemade cards.  All of the initial blank cards and craft materials were taken home by club members after our May 4th meeting.  We ended up purchasing another set of blank cards, more stamps, colored pencils, markers and brushes, so that each of the members and their friends that wanted to participate in the card making project could do so.  Sets of blank cards were dropped off at a few members homes, and two card making parties are taking place over the next week.  Additional events are being planned for June 5th and beyond, as these cards will be a great addition to the care package’s we provide to Drug Court graduates in Newport Beach, and ongoing for cancer patients.  

Each RotaryAngel Wellness Kit contains:
• Tote bag with front pockets, zippered main compartment (RotaryAngel branded)
• Journal / Notepad (RotaryAngel branded)
• Retractable Pen (RotaryAngel branded)
• Angel Pin with Rotary MOE
• Hospital socks – one pair of Pembrook Non-skid Fuzzy Slipper Socks
• Personalized homemade card with notes of encouragement/inspiration 
• Additional materials and resources provided by Cancer Kinship 

The wellness kits and cards are being given to those which are beginning their fight with cancer.  The majority (75) of the kits are being distributed by Cancer Kinship, shipped to the patients as no person-to-person contact is currently allowed.  Club members are distributing the remaining 35 of the kits directly.  

The total costs of each wellness kit (not including the blank cards and craft materials) came to $22.60 per for 110 units.  The $420 we spent on blank 5X7 cards, rubber stamps, ink, colored pencils, markers and brushes, will allow us to complete up to 400 personalized cards and 800 4X6 inserts with either printed or handwritten messages.

	Text3: Club members received basic training at two club meetings, created custom personalized cards and wrote messages of inspiration and encouragement on each, and then helped assemble 110 of the wellness kits.  
	Text4: 110 are receiving a RotaryAngel Wellness Kit.  
	Text6: The project is intended to help community members which are going through perhaps the worst time of their life.  The wellness kit, while simple, provides comfort and support during this time.  By partnering with Cancer Kinship, we can connect more community members to the resources and programs they need to get through their treatment, and “to live longer, happier and more impactful lives.”
	Text7: Training, education, and guidance for this project was provided by Cancer Kinship.  Most of the Wellness Kits will be distributed by Cancer Kinship as our members are not currently allowed into the local cancer centers and all health related events have been cancelled.  
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
