Due to the COVID-19 pandemic, schools all across the country closed their doors and began providing
distance learning for students. Fountain Valley School District dismissed their students on March 13, 2020,
and the district has been working relentlessly to bring students back on campus for the fall of 2020. With the
recent guidance that was provided by both the California Department of Public Health, as well as the
California Department of Education, schools throughout California will be asking students, staff and parents to
wear face coverings while on campus.

In speaking with the school district's leadership, they have determined that they will need approximately
60,000 face coverings to make it through the upcoming school year. With school beginning on September 9,
2020, it is important that the Rotary Club of Fountain Valley step in to help provide students with face
coverings, also known as Personal Protective Equipment (PPE).
