Members of our club are approached from students who received their
dictionaries over 15 years ago, and our members have been told how thrilled those students were to receive their dictionaries when they
were in third grade. Importantly, each student gets to keep his or her dictionary as he or she continues through elementary school. The
student is able to use the dictionary to enhance his or her research, improve spelling, and to assist with reading comprehension.

Project 2: The lasting impact of this project, besides the obvious one of providing additional quality books to the libraries, is the positive
impression made on the students, by someone other than their teachers and parents, of the value and fun of books and reading.
