The primary aim of restoration within rabbit island is to maintain a diverse habitat structure conducive to supporting existing rare native plants
and wildlife such as estuary seablite (Suaeda esteroa), Nemacaulis denudata var. denudata (coast woolly-heads), the federally and state
listed Rallus obsoletus (Ridgway's rail) and state listed P. sandwichensis beldingi (Belding's savanna sparrow). This will be achieved through

Rotary Club of HB volunteers assisted the Bolsa Chica Conservancy with constructing 5 nesting rafts for the endangered Ridgway's rail, and
later deployed in March 2021. Volunteers also assisted the Bolsa Chica Conservancy with spreading native seed on 16-acres of dune habitat
installation of cordgrass in a 5,000 sq ft. project site, and removal of non-native and invasive plant species from Rabbit Island.

The expected long-term impacts from these restoration projects are the following; 1)Increased number of fledglings of the Endangered
Ridgway Rail and increased number of breeding pairs found on the Bolsa Chica Ecological Reserve, 2) complete removal of freeway iceplant
(Carpobrotus eduhs) from Rabbit Island, 3) increased area of native cordgrass adjacent to Rabbit Island, 4)increased area covered by native
