This is an ongoing 

project for our club that puts age appropriate books each month in the hands of children between the 

age of birth and their 5th birthday. If the child is enrolled for the entire time they will receive 60 books.

 We started the program in January of 2021 and it is still going today.  Our first month we had 127 

children enrolled and the monthly billing was $266.70.  Last month, we had 1242 children enrolled and 

monthly billing was $2789.60.  I have attached a copy of the monthly spreadsheet for our review.
