	TextField3: Door of Faith Orphanage (Tires for 4 vans and school uniforms for 100 students)

	TextField7: Our club has been a sponsor of Door of Faith Orphanage in Mexico since 1988. Because we have been in communication with the orphanage throughout that time, we were informed by District staff at Rotary Foundation training that a participating Mexican Rotary club would not be necessary. The orphanage uses 4 vans to transport students to school and outings. The tires on all 4 vans (which we helped purchase) are worn and in need of replacement. The estimated cost is $800 for each van or $3,200 total. In addition, the students are required to wear uniforms to school. We can purchase uniforms for 100 students at $10 each. We will spend $1,000 for this purpose.
	TextField8: Begin by August 1,2015, and end by January 31, 2016.
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	TextField9: Please see above under "Brief Project Description."  Because we have been a sponsor of the orphange for more than 25 years, we have been exempted from the requirement of a Rotary club participant in the host country.  Our club members willl provide the monitoring and inspection.
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	TextField14: Door of Faith Orphanage, La Mision, Mexico
	TextField18: The Door of Faith Orphanage and the children it services (approx. 100 children).  The vans hold 15 passengers each.  They provide transportation for them to church, to outings, for medical care, etc., The uniforms are required for them to attend public schools.
	TextField15: Our club members will visit the orphanage and monitor the project.  The directors of the orphanage will visit our club and provide updates to the membership.  We expect at least 5 members to visit the site during the project. 
	TextField20: 4 tires for each of 4 vans @ $200/tire or $3,200.  100 school uniforms @ $10/uniform or $1,000.
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	TextField17: We will require and provide receipts for the purchases.  Door of Faith is a registered 501c3 foundation in Chula Vista, California although the orphanage is physically located in La Mision, Mexico.  The funds will be distributed to the Door of Faith Foundation.
